Transient Lodging Health and Safety Plan

Cabin in the Meadow, Philo, CA

1. A prominent sign is located by the entry door indicating the guest must use a mask and practice social distancing when visiting Mendocino County.

2. I have no employees. Guests have been advised to bring their own masks and hand sanitizer, but masks are available for their use if they have failed to bring them. Soap is provided.

3. There are no employees or temporary workers. I do my own cleaning and will do so safely. Guests are to leave open a few windows when departing and I will not enter for 24 hours.

4. There are no employees.

5. All linens, towels and dishes will be washed and dried.  A new wrapped sponge will be provided for each stay. All surfaces will be disinfected. The guest information will be in a plastic covered notebook with plastic covered pages that will be cleaned after every stay. The books and magazines have been removed.

6. There has never been an issue with crowds at my small cabin and I do not anticipate that crowds will appear. The cabin is in a rural location.

7. Physical distancing will be enforced by telling guests to distance themselves when in public. I will maintain a safe distance when in the presence of the guests.

8. Guests will either have gone through Airbnb or they will have sent me a deposit check and will leave me the remainder owed by check

9. The Covid Contact Person is me, Kathy Bailey at 707-684-zero five zero five. I live about 12 minutes away from the vacation cabin and will be available if needed.

10. I take reservations either through Airbnb or through email or phone call. My website is Cabinmeadow.com, and it has the email and phone listed there.

11. The cabin accommodates two-three people, with a queen bed in a loft and a pull-out twin bed on the main floor of the cabin.  Generally, guests are a single person or a couple.

12. The cabin is set up for 2-3 people, who will be in a single stable family unit.

13. There will be a minimum of 72 hours between bookings at the cabin.

14. I have created a document for guests to sign indicating they have been informed and agree to the requirements for masks and social distancing during their stay in Mendocino County.  This will be done on email and retained.

15. Depending on the location of the primary residence of any guest who might manifest with Covid-19 during their stay, I will consult with Mendocino County health officers to make appropriate arrangements, including, if necessary, a quarantine period at the cabin.

16. The property has no sauna, hot tub, steam room or similar.
