COVID19 Business Specific Health & Safety Form 

PLACES OF WORSHIP
NOTE: In order to self-certify compliance at www.mendocinocountybusiness.org, you must read and implement the County of Mendocino-specific guidelines for Movie Theaters and Family Entertainment Centers issued in the June 12, 2020 Public Health Order. 

In order to fill out this form and create a health and safety plan for your business, refer to the State of California Guidelines for Places of Worship and the County of Mendocino Public Health Order dated June 12, 2020. A health and safety plan is required to operate.

1. Describe the type of signage you will have and locations.
Signage on windows at the one public entrance indicating not to enter if ill and also social distancing and health guidelines. Both are posters from CDC (Stop the Spread of Germs and Stop! Feeling ill?) 

 We also have bathroom signs indicating one occupant at a time and Covid health protocol posters at other areas. Our bulletin board has our updated back to church guidelines. 
2. Describe the PPE you will provide to your employees, volunteers and congregants. 
We have disposable masks by the front door, and we ask all who attend to bring facial coverings.
3. Describe your plans for training employees, volunteers and temporary workers on the use of PPE; disinfection; sanitation and other cleaning techniques.
We have had instructional meetings with staff and volunteers in order to implement CDC guidelines. Staff and cleaning crew are therefore aware that extra sanitizing products are available and what our frequent touchpoints are.
4. Describe the methods used for cleaning religious garments and linens.  N/A
5. Describe your plans for protecting your employees' and volunteers’ health.
All staff and volunteers are aware of Covid safety measures, social distancing protocols and handwashing and hand sanitizers readily available.  We are requested not to come in if feeling ill or have been with a Covid positive patient within the last 14 days.
6. Describe your plans for protecting the health of congregants.
Those who want to attend must register so that we stay within number allowable in service.  Our guidelines are clearly stated on Facebook and on our website.  Masks to be worn when entering the building, while in lobby and when social distancing is difficult.  We have ushers seating the congregants so that 6 feet space can be maintained.  All enter through one door and exit through a separate door in the sanctuary.   We do state that if one has been in contact with a positive Covid patient within the last 14 days, they cannot attend.  The building is cleaned twice a week and touchpoints sanitized often.
7. Describe how you will prevent crowds gathering at your facility.
Anyone attending must register in advance so we can adhere to allowable number of people attending. Ushers are on hand to monitor social distancing.
8. Describe how you will enforce physical distancing at your facility.
We will not shame or spread fear in order to enforce distancing.  We use only verbal reminders. Ushers greet and allow people to enter.  Blue tape is on the floor to help with distancing for those waiting to be seated by an usher.  We took out several rows of seats to adhere to the 6 feet rule.
9. Describe alternative methods of worship, for example, live streaming, etc.
We continue to Livestream for those not wishing to attend.
10. If applicable, describe the payment methods you will use (contactless is preferred).
A tithe box is available in back of the sanctuary. We do not pass a basket.
11. Describe how you will ensure that shared items such as audio headsets are disinfected.
At this time, there is one staff member who uses the soundboard and there are no other shared items.  Should the situation change, we will disinfect as needed.
12. Describe the occupancy limitations for the indoor facility and outdoor area.
We will adhere to the county mandated 25% occupancy, which for us would be 75 people.
13. Describe the limitations in number of services and any methods for maintaining stable groups of congregants.
Regular services are in effect, with mainly the same groups of people attending.  Since we have pre-registration, we can keep to the mandated allowable seating.
14. Children attend places of worship. What are your plans for their care during services?
There is no Children’s Ministry or nursery at this time and children must stay with their parents.
15. Describe how you will reconfigure seating and walking areas to maintain six feet of physical distancing between congregants.
We removed about 100 chairs for seating.  Ushers seat keeping congregants 6 ft. apart. Family units can sit together.  Two sets of double doors on opposite ends of the sanctuary, one designated for entrance, the other for exit.  Congregants are seated in front rows first and exit by back rows.
16. Describe alternatives for items such as fonts, sinks and vessels and equipment used to eliminate contaminant (water) splash.   N/A

We only have one entrance into the church, and one entrance is now used into the sanctuary and a separate door for exiting.
18. Describe your methods for reconfiguring parking areas to avoid congregation points.
Our parking lot is very small and yet we have not found this to be a problem.
19. Describe how you will ensure physical distancing in restrooms.
We have a sign allowing one person at a time in restroom.

No food or beverages are served at this time.
