1. Describe the type of signage you will have and locations.
A copy of the Mendocino County Health and Safety Guidelines as well as the name and telephone number of our Covig-19 contact person will be posted on the wall immediately inside the front entrance to the house.
2. Describe the PPE you will provide to your employees and guests. 
We will provide masks, soap, gloves and hand sanitizer to our cleaning person and soap and hand sanitizer to our guests. Guests are advised to bring gloves and masks.
3. Describe your plans for training employees and temporary workers on the use of PPE; disinfection; sanitation and other cleaning techniques.
Our cleaning person is an experienced housekeeper and will follow the cleaning protocols set forth by the CDPH COVID-19 Industry Guidance for Short Term Rentals. 
4. Describe your plans for protecting your employees' health.  Our housekeeper is required to wear gloves and mask whenever she is inside the house. Our vacation rental is ocean front and when cleaning all doors and windows will be open for cross-ventilation which has been shown to mitigate air borne particles. 
5. Describe your plans for protecting the health of guests.  The house will be vacant a minimum of 48 hours between guests. The house will be thoroughly cleaned between guests. Soap and hand sanitizer will be provided.
6. Describe how you will prevent crowds at your facility.  Maximum occupancy is 6 and no additional visitors are permitted.
7. Describe how you will enforce physical distancing at your facility.
N/A This is a single-family home of which guests have sole use during their stay.
8. Describe the payment method you will use (contactless preferred) 
Booking is by phone or online and payment is by mail.

6 people maximum occupancy for my 3 bedroom single family home.

13. How many hours are necessary between separate room or unit occupancies on your property?

48 hours (2 days) between rentals

14. Describe the signed agreement you have with guests regarding compliance with County of Mendocino Public Health Orders.

Our agreement provides that all guests will comply with the operative County Shelter-in-Place order and further agree to comply with any and all isolation/quarantine orders and agree to cooperate with any contact tracing required by County public health officials in the event a guest is determined by a medical professional to require isolation or quarantine for COVID-19.
Our agreement further provides that our guests, without primary residence in Mendocino County, will be permitted to remain in our vacation rental at one-half the daily rate in the event a guest is determined by a medical professional to require isolation or quarantine for COVID-19. During the period of any such required isolation guests shall be responsible for the cost of food although, as needed, we will arrange for contactless delivery. 
Our agreement contains a disclaimer that it is the obligation of the guest to fully comply with the allocation of costs for housing, food and basic essential needs without recourse against the County of Mendocino.
15. In the event your facility has a guest who contracts Covid-19, what are your plans for  any contact tracing required by County public health oquarantine and isolation?
The family may self-quarantine at the house at their own expense. We will facilitate contactless food delivery as needed. If necessary, we will cancel bookings that conflict with the period that guests are under quarantine.
16. If your property has a sauna, hot tub or steam room, is it operational?
N/A There are no saunas, hot tubs or steam rooms at this single-family house.
