A health and safety plan is required to operate.
1. Describe the type of signage you will have and locations.
Prior to arrival, renters will receive specific instructions of what to bring and information for the COVID19 contact.
2. Describe the PPE you will provide to your employees and guests. 
We do not have employees; renters will be instructed to bring facial coverings.
3. Describe your plans for training employees and temporary workers on the use of PPE; disinfection; sanitation and other cleaning techniques.

Guests are responsible for bringing their own bed sheets and towels.  They are also required to clean the house upon their departure.  Added COVID19 measures give specific details for cleaning, door handles, faucets, light switches, etc.  In addition there is at least 48 hour spacing between guests.

There is a 6 person maximum occupancy.

There will only be one family occupying the house at one time.

My house has always had a 6 person maximum occupancy.  The house has 3 bedrooms with beds for 2 people per bedroom.

48 hours (2 days) between rentals
